Temporary Changes to the School Day - Year 11 Trial Exams/Real Exams

We are writing to inform you of a temporary change to the structure of the school day for all
students during the upcoming Year 11 trial exam period. These arrangements will also apply
during the summer GCSE exam period. The change will take place again from Friday, 8 May.

For reassurance, the start and end times of the school day will remain unchanged
(08:45-15:15).

Therefore, from Tuesday 24 February to Thursday 5 March, the school will operate an
adjusted daily timetable. During this period, the school day will be restructured to
accommodate examination sessions, while allowing the school to continue to run smoothly
and safely for all year groups.

This will include changes to lesson timings and the use of key spaces across the site. Full
details of the revised daily schedule are outlined below and will also be available on the
school website.
